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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

Let us introduce a new issue of our journal. The issue covers a broad range of topics from freelance and vol-
unteering to social classes and large families. We also continue “Discussions” including authors’ replies and
critical comments..

The interview with Alena Ledeneva (Professor of Politics and Society at the School of Slavonic and East
European Studies of University College London in the United Kingdom) was recorded by Elena Berdysheva.
In the interview, Professor Ledeneva shares her research experience and demonstrates how she struggled for
validity of the conclusions in her qualitative research through comparisons of empirical evidences from dif-
ferent sources. She also discusses challenges from her in-depth interviews implying discussions of sensitive
topics and how they could be overcome.

Dr. Denis Strebkov, Dr. Andrey Shevchuk, Anastasia Lukina (all from the Higher School of Economics),
Ekaterina Melianova (The World Bank), and Alexey Tyulyupo (the Higher School of Economics) present the
paper: “Social Factors of Contractor Selection on Freelance Online Marketplace: Study of Contests Using
‘Big Data.’” Online labor markets record huge amounts of diverse information about users and their actions.
Utilizing such “big data,” the authors conducted research using factors that enable freelancers to win employ-
ment contests. The study uses open data on contests held from November 2009 to November 2018 on the
largest Russian-language online marketplace. Data were collected automatically using a web scraping tech-
nique. The final sample consisted of 6,169 contests, in which 335,613 freelancers took part. The study’s results
indicate the absence of persistent discrimination on the basis of socio-demographic characteristics, as well as
the important role of formalized reputation and communication between the freelancer and the employer that
increase the chances of a freelancer winning a contest.

Dr. Irina Mersianova, Dmitry Malakhov, and Dr. Natalya Ivanova present the study: “The Role of Family as
a Channel of Intergenerational Transmission of Volunteer Traditions in Contemporary Russia.” The goal of
the paper is to investigate the correlation between parental volunteering and the current volunteering of their
children. The key hypothesis proposes that in Russia, where volunteerism still has not taken root as a socio-
cultural norm and is not associated with the transmission of social status, the transmission of volunteerism is
mostly due to direct family influence and particularly due to the influence of parental volunteering. The paper
presents the results of the All-Russia Representative Survey, which confirm the hypothesis.

Sergey Korotaev and Elena Gasiukova (both from the Laboratory for Comparative Analysis of Development
in Post-Socialist Countries, Higher School of Economics) present the paper: “The Social Differences and Po-
litical Participation: The Mediating Effect of Ideological Position.” The authors applied a model of mediation
effect that consisted of three variables: dependent (political participation), independent (social position), and
mediator variable (political preferences). The study examined data from the 8th wave of the European Social
Survey (2016), and analysis was carried out on three groups of countries: Western Europe (Belgium, Austria,
Germany, France), post-socialist countries of Central Europe (Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland), and Russia.
The results reveal the statistical significance of political preferences as a mediator of the influence of social
position on political participation; meanwhile, the direction of influence was nearly the same for the three
groups of countries.

We also publish a translation of a portion of a book by Paul Fussell, Jr. (1924-2012) (Donald T. Regan Pro-
fessor Emeritus in the School of Arts & Sciences of the University of Pennsylvania) entitled: Class: A Guide
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Through the American Status System. This book presents a comprehensive and carefully researched guide to
the American class system. Fussell describes the lifestyles of people from each class, from the way they dress
and where they live to their education and hobbies. We publish the book’s first chapter, “A Touchy Subject,” in
which Fussell indicates that in the United States, class differences are complex and slightly visible. The book
was translated and edited by Maria Dobryakova and published with kind permission of the Higher School of
Economics Publishing House.

Mariia Goleva (Junior Research Fellow from the Research Laboratory “Sociology of Religion” of Saint Tik-
hon’s Orthodox University) presents the paper: “The Effects of Social Network on Fertility: The Case of Large
Families in Russia.” Goleva tries to answer the question, “How do large families appear in the contemporary
world despite economic, social, and institutional constraints?” The analysis of 25 in-depth interviews with
parents from large families reveal several conclusions about the mechanisms affecting fertility behavior in
the context of modern Russia. The interviews were conducted in Arkhangelsk, Moscow, Moscow region, and
Vladimir region. It was concluded that social contagion, social pressure, social learning, and social support
expand the possibilities for a transition to a family with many children.

David Khumaryan (Lecturer in the Department of Economic Sociology, Higher School of Economics) reviews
a new book by Nick Srnicek titled Platform Capitalism. Srnicek analyzes the digital economy and the model
of platforms through the logic of a capitalist mode of production and a ruthless competitive race. Its intrinsic
logic determines the sequence of economic agents’ actions and the possible image of the future. The analysis
focuses on the business model of platforms from the perspective of the historical logic of capitalism aimed at
seeking a new source of profitability in the condition of market exhaustion. This condition leads to a redefi-
nition of the key categories of perception of the role of technologies in everyday life and in the scale of the
economic system in terms of political economy.

Shushanik Dzhangiryan reports on the XXth April International Academic Conference on Economic and So-
cial Development that was organized at the Higher School of Economics in April 2019. Sheikh Muhammad
Tagi Usmani (Darul Uloom Krachi) made an honorary report about Islamic finance in the 21st century. An
expert on the subject, he explained the meaning of the concept, referring to the principles of the Koran. Then
he highlighted the main aspect related to the prohibition of collecting interest. The Sheikh examined the role
of Islamic finance during the 2008 financial crisis, demonstrating the positive aspects of the system for both
Muslims and people of other faiths.

Dr. Rostislav Kapeliushnikov (Chief Researcher, Primakov National Research Institute of World Economy
and International Relations of the Russian Academy of Sciences) in his paper, “A Rejoinder to a Contem-
porary Non-Economist,” comments substantively on Ivan Zabaev’s paper containing a detailed critique of
Kapeliushnikov’s argument published previously in our journal. Kapeliushnikov insists on the idea that read-
ing Weber’s The Protestant Ethics and the Spirit of Capitalism as a treatise on ethics rather than as a scientific
study is not justified and is non-productive.
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
